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Support and catering Catering will be provided for participants on the running route.
Participants may bring their own food and drinks. Food may only
be consumed in the designated catering area.

Briefing Immediately before the first start, there will be a short briefing
for all races in front of the community center (Blirgerhaus).

Sanitary Toilets and showers are located along the running route.

Camping/overnight stays Overnight stays along the race route (e.g., tents, weather
protection) are possible from Friday evening to Sunday in the
designated areas. Instructions will be provided on site by the
organizer. It is also possible to stay overnight free of charge in
the nearby gym.

The registration deadline is August 16, 2026, at midnight.
After that, only late registrations will be accepted. Registrations

will only be accepted as long as the participant limit has not
been reached. After that, a waiting list will be maintained.

Re-registration It is possible to change your registration from the 24 hours to
the 6 hours race free of charge until the registration deadline. If
you want to extend your race, you must pay the difference
between the amount paid and the current price. Of course, this
is only possible if there are still starting places available. If you
transfer your registration to another person, a re-registration fee
of €10.00 will be added. Unfortunately, it is not possible to
change the discipline on site, but a transfer is possible for a re-
registration fee of €10.00.

This year, the 24-hour run at the Bottrop Ultra Running Festival
is part of Pool 2 of the 24 runs in the DUV Cup ranking.

Eligibility

Anyone born in 2008 or earlier is eligible to participate in all
open races. We are following the recommendation of the DLV
(German Athletics Association) in this regard.

By registering for the event, each runner confirms that they are
physically and medically capable of completing the ultra-running
distances.

Rules

Rule violations will be punished at the discretion of the
organizer with a warning or disqualification. This includes, in
particular, unsportsmanlike behaviour, shortcuts,

eating outside the refreshment zone (list not exhaustive). The
usual rules as described in the DLO and IWR apply. If, during the
event, the race management comes to the conclusion that
runners are physically harming themselves by continuing the
race, they may order them to take a break or stop. The runners
will remain in the rankings. Failure to comply may result in
disqualification. In the event of disqualification, the starters
must immediately hand in their race numbers and end the race.
They will not be included in the results list and will not receive a
medal.

Rankings

Overall ranking of men and women, regardless of age group, in
all open races
Age group classification according to the DLO in all open races.

Although there are qualifying split times for 50 km in the 6-hour
race and for 100 km and 100 miles in the 24-hour race, no
awards will be given for these.

Awards for open races

The respective winners of the overall ranking (m/f) will receive a
trophy, and the second and third place finishers will receive
attractive non-cash prizes.

In the relay competitions, only the winning team will be
honored.

The top three finishers in each age group (m/f) will also receive
non-cash prizes. All participants will receive a certificate and a
medal at the award ceremony. Non-cash prizes and certificates
will not be sent by mail.
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Award ceremony: The award ceremony will take place at the
specified times next to the running track.
